When we were celebrating the 3™ Anniversary of K-PACT Canada with our ministry partners in
Indonesia during our Monthly Prayer Meeting via ZOOM on January 26", we did not know that our
application of Charity Status has been approved by CRA, and we have become officially a Registered
Charity, effective January 25%™, 2023. This is a significant milestone for K-PACT Canada. Although this is
not an unexpected outcome, but it happened so timely in all respects, reminding us as God’s servants that
God’s work is to be done in His way by His power for His glory.

Starting from January 25%™, 2023, official receipts for tax purposes are issued to donors for all Canadian
donations. Kindly note that an official receipt will be issued individually for each donation shortly after it
is received. Please keep the receipt for future use. We will not issue another official receipt for
accumulated donations at the end of the year. In case you need duplicate copy of certain lost receipt,
please send us a request by email. We really appreciate your consistent support in prayer and finance,
knowing that your investment in God’s Kingdom through our ministry partnership in K-PACT Canada will
be significant in fulfilling together the divine calling of our task in Missions - “Indonesia for God’s Glory”.

The
story is so encouraging, and it is such a good reminder how great is our God!
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Order in Chaos Pastor Sam Chan

“For you, Lord, have delivered me from death, my eyes from tears, my feet from stumbling!” (Ps. 116:8)

In the past three and half months, my life has been turned up-side-down. Many of my friends,
including my family relatives were fearful for my life. Looking back, | can see “order” in such chaos, “God’s
Order”. If | did not have Jesus in my life, | would have become downcast, and fearful of death. Yet, like
Psalms 116:8 says, “For you, Lord, have delivered me from death, my eyes from tears, my feet from
stumbling!”

It all started in October last year, | was discovered to have cancer of the prostate, early stage. My
urologist suggested to remove the prostate in early December. But | have already made arrangement to
go to Indonesia for one month’s mission trip in October. There was not enough time to do all the pre-op
procedures after the trip. He was not pleased when | told him | wanted to delay the surgery. But when |
told him the reason for going to Indonesia, he was happy to change the date to January. When | told him
there were many nominal Muslims and nominal Christians in Indonesia, he said he too was a nominal
Muslim (he is an Iranian). Some people suggested that | should cancel this mission trip, but | said | wasn’t
going to sit and wait for sickness to over-take me. | had peace in deciding to go.

It is not necessary to apply for a 30-day tourist visa in Indonesia. You only pay a USS35 fee upon
entry. To my great surprise when | handed the money to the Immigration Officer, he said, “1 will give you
3 more days.” | thought what on earth would | need the extra 3 days! Little did | know that | did need that
extra 3 days because | caught Covid at the end of the mission trip and | needed to stay the extra 3 days
before flying back to Vancouver. Surely there was ‘Order’ in this chaotic situation.

On New Year’s Day, we like to greet each other “Happy New Year”. 2023 started with God’s special
blessing to me. But ironically the ‘blessing” was chaos and life-threatening. | was preaching in my church
on January 1%, halfway in my sermon, the congregation noticed something was not quite right with me
although | did not notice it myself. Thanks to their quick action, an ambulance was immediately called,
and | was sent to the hospital emergency. At first, | was found to have Urinary Tract Infection. But the
doctor soon discovered | also had Sepsis which is a deadly disease if not treated immediately. Had it
happened at home, nobody would be home to notice it and most probably | would be dead by the time
my family found out. Because of the quick actions of the church people, the ambulance attendants, and
the ER doctors, the bacteria in my blood were completely eradicated in time for me to have the prostate
cancer surgery on January 12 as scheduled. It was a successful surgery, not needing any follow-up
treatments. There was “Order in Chaos”.

My recovery has been remarkable. | only suffered pain for 4 days after the surgery. Two weeks later,
| was able to drive and go about my usual daily routines. Jesus says in John 16:33, “In this world you will
have trouble. But take heart! | have overcome the world.” Yes, in these past months, things may look
chaotic and life-threatening, but they happened in God’s appointed time to achieve His purposes in my
life.

| know many people in different parts of the world were praying for me during this time. Even a
little girl in the Joyful Christian School in Pontianak, Indonesia sent me a video of her praying for me. How
can God’s heart not be touched! Hudson Taylor, founder of China Inland Mission once said, “What we need
is not great faith, but a faith in a Great God.” Praise God for his Amazing Grace. The Apostle Paul says in
Phil. 1:20, “My eager desire and hope being that | may never felt ashamed, but that now as ever | may do
honor to Christ in my own person by fearless courage.” This is my heart’s desire. Amen.
