Itis a time for self-reflection, contemplation, spiritual rejuvenation, and purification; it is
also a time of celebration with families and friends in their community for 30 days. The 27" night
of Ramadan (Laylatul Qudr) is known as the “Night of power”, which is the most important night
of Ramadan to be devoted in prayer, to receive forgiveness of sins and all blessings of Allah.

Indonesia is not an Islamic country. The Constitution in Indonesia guarantees all citizens the
right to worship according to their own religion or belief, all religions should have equal rights
according to the Indonesian laws while the government generally respects religious freedom for
the six officially recognized religions (Islam, Protestantism, Catholicism, Hinduism, Buddhism,
Confucianism). Owing to the fact that over 87% of Indonesians identified themselves as Muslim,
almost everywhere in Indonesia is under the religious influences during the Ramadan month.
